Development Projects

A development project involves the construction of software that solves some specific problem.

This software may take many forms e.g.

· web site

· database application

· system service / utility

· mobile / tablet app

· desktop application

It is important to appreciate that in creating the application you must evidence the application of a systems development strategy / life cycle.

This is in part achieved by producing supporting documentation during inception, elaboration and construction e.g.

· Use case diagrams & descriptions

· Class diagrams

· Entity relationship diagrams

· Sequence diagrams

It is also evidenced by the work you bring with you to project supervision sessions.

At the end of the project you will be required to demonstrate the system and write about the design decisions taken in constructing the system.

The initial deliverable will include the following documents.

· The project contract detailing what you are doing, why you are doing it and the technologies involved

· An ethical review looking at any ethical implications of the system to be created.  This may include issues of data protection and privacy.

· A time plan created in a suitable application such as MS Project
· Initial designs and test data
· A prototype of the system
· A literature review

The final deliverable will include the following documents
· A report detailing the design decisions problems and solutions encountered during the project
· Appendices containing analysis and design documentation etc.

It is important to have a clear idea of the marking schemes to ensure that you have met all of the requirements for the project deliverables.
