[bookmark: _Toc500501771]What you need to do
In the first lab you will need to engage with the following activities:
1. Claim your eGrid for the module
The eGrid is available from the module web site. Assessment schedules will be decided by your tutor – make sure you note the schedule on the front of this book.
2. Decide on a topic for your lab work

You will need to decide on an individual topic, e.g. creating a Swap Shop that allows people to swap socks. No two people in a team may be working on the same topic, i.e. if one decides to create a site for socks then the other team members must select a different topic.
You may not create a swap shop that swaps DVDs

3. Arrange yourselves into teams to support each other in the work

For the rest of the module you will need to:

1. Work in your development team attending 2 weekly sprint-meeting for individual assessment
2. Submit sprint reports at each meeting detailing the work completed so far for each week since the last meeting
3. At each meeting you will need to nominate one item of lab work for submission to your portfolio
What does this mean?
At your first sprint meeting you will have completed two weeks of lab work.  You must nominate and commit to submitting one of these units of work for formal assessment.  When you have your second sprint meeting you will have completed two more weeks and again, you must decide which one will make up part of your portfolio from the previous two weeks.
It is expected that you will complete all of the lab exercises but will only be assessed on four.



[bookmark: _Toc500501772]5 Minute Claims for Credit
During the week of your assessment schedule the second hour of the lab is dedicated to assessing your team.  The first hour of the lab is dedicated to your tutor presenting an outline of the material for the week and the helping the other teams in the lab. Make sure all team members are aware of their meeting dates. Each member must make claims in turn and your tutor will cut the claim short if you exceed the allocated time. Your tutor will want to see work completed so far and discuss with you your understanding of the work.  
In making claims for credit it is best to do so with work that is still in progress i.e. not completed.  This allows you to make a start on a section of work, find out what you need to do to improve and then claim for credit later on to improve your grade.
Any grades not claimed as part of the sprint meetings will be awarded zero marks.

In addition to the five minute claims the end of the module there will be opportunity for each team member to make 10 minute claims.  This will allow you to claim for any remaining marks.  These claims are after the hand in date so no improvements to the system will be allowed at this stage.

In addition to completing the work for the module you are also required to submit a module review.  This review should outline your experience on the module and indicate what you felt worked and what you consider didn’t.  It should be a reflective piece of writing covering 2 sides of A4 with a font no larger than 12 point.
