You are required to create a Swap Shop of your own design based on but different to the DVD Swap Shop sample application.  Your Swap Shop will implement a range of technologies related to HTML 5, CSS and security features.
In the first lab you will need to engage with the following activities:
1. Claim your eGrid for the module
The eGrid is available from the module web site. Assessment schedules will be decided by your tutor – make sure you note the schedule on the front of this book.
2. Decide on a topic for your lab work

You will need to decide on an individual topic, e.g. creating a Swap Shop that allows people to swap socks. No two people in a team may be working on the same topic, i.e. if one decides to create a site for socks then the other team members must select a different topic.
A swap shop based on DVDs will be awarded zero marks!

3. Arrange yourselves into teams to support each other in the work

For the rest of the module you will need to:

1. Work in your development team attending 2 weekly sprint-meeting for individual assessment
2. Submit sprint reports at each meeting detailing the work completed so far for each week since the last meeting


[bookmark: _Toc523818966]5 Minute Claims for Credit
During the week of your assessment schedule the second hour of the lab is dedicated to assessing your team.  The first hour of the lab is dedicated to your tutor presenting an outline of the material for the week and the helping the other teams in the lab. Make sure all team members are aware of their meeting dates. Each member must make claims in turn and your tutor will cut the claim short if you exceed the allocated time. Your tutor will want to see work completed so far and discuss with you your understanding of the work.  
In making claims for credit it is best to do so with work that is still in progress i.e. not completed.  This allows you to make a start on a section of work, find out what you need to do to improve and then claim for credit later on to improve your grade.
Any grades not claimed as part of the sprint meetings will be awarded zero marks.

In addition to the five minute claims the end of the module there will be opportunity for each team member to make 10 minute claims.  This will allow you to claim for any remaining marks.  These claims are after the hand in date so no improvements to the system will be allowed at this stage.
[bookmark: _Toc523818968]Missed Sprints
The deadline for your sprint is the scheduled slot in your timetabled lab. Like many face to face assessments in the University failure to attend your sprint will result in zero marks for the face to face components without suitable evidence e.g. a Doctor’s note. For this assessment, you are required to write a brief report on your project experience.  The report must be formatted using the template provided on the module web site. 
The report must have the following sections:
· The Global Report Itself (1000 words)
· Appendices containing
· Findings and citations
· Bibliography
Other sections / subsections may be added as you see fit.
[bookmark: _Toc398202168][bookmark: _Toc501106262][bookmark: _Toc523818975]The Keys to a Successful Report
Reports are typical written for your boss who has neither the time nor interest to read the report thoroughly.
This being the case you need to create your report such that it makes its points in as fast and clear a manner as possible.  Reports need to be written for random access and speed of reading.
The report must be printed using single sided A4 using 1.5 line spacing, Arial 12pt font, 2.5cm margins left and right.  Make sure that all printing is legible and diagrams are large enough to be read clearly. Table of contents should be included with correct page numbering.  Any references to external sources of information must be evidenced by Harvard referencing with appropriate citations at the end of the report.  Make sure that all work is proof read for errors in grammar and spelling. Your report must have a reading list with appropriate citations. 
The report must be submitted via turnitin only.
[bookmark: _Toc501106263][bookmark: _Toc523818976]Creating the Appendices
One of the great temptations when writing a report of this nature is to copy and paste content straight from the internet without effectively expressing the ideas in your own words.
The writing of this report will follow a process that will be repeated as the report develops.
[bookmark: _Toc501106264][bookmark: _Toc523818977]Step 1, Find your Source Material and Document it in the Findings and Citations Section of the Appendices
Let’s say that you are researching the topic of social media and you find an article that seems to relate the area of research, for example:
https://www.digitaltrends.com/features/the-history-of-social-networking/
Where we find the following text that we want to use in the report…
Within the Findings and Citations Section we would include that text as one of our findings…
“It started with the BBS. Short for Bulletin Board System, these online meeting places were effectively independently-produced hunks of code that allowed users to communicate with a central system where they could download files or games (many times including pirated software) and post messages to other users. Accessed over telephone lines via a modem, BBSes were often run by hobbyists who carefully nurtured the social aspects and interest-specific nature of their projects – which, more often than not in those early days of computers, was technology-related. Moreover, long distance calling rates usually applied for out-of-towners, so many Bulletin Boards were locals-only affairs that in turn spurred local in-person gatherings. And voila, just like that, suddenly the antisocial had become social.”
[bookmark: _Toc501106265][bookmark: _Toc523818978]Step 2, Create the Citation
Having found something that appears to relate to the topic and documented this we need to cite the reference.  This must be done using Harvard citation.  There are on-line tools that can automatically generate the format for us so it is worth using these tools.
For example the citation above would be formatted like so…

The entry in Findings and Citations would look like this…

Once you have the reference you may add it to your bibliography along with all of the other citations generated so far.
[bookmark: _Toc501106270][bookmark: _Toc523818983]Step 5, Add the Finding to the Report
When it comes to writing the report and you want to make use of this finding then you might do something like this…
“Social networking started with Bulletin Board Systems (BBS) that were often written by independent programmers to talk to each other and share files (Digitaltrends, 2017)”
Note that this paraphrases the original using and makes a reference to the bibliography by adding (Digitaltrends, 2017)
[bookmark: _Toc523818984]Quality of Source Material
In the example above I have selected a source from the web, using a fairly reputable site.  In your research you are however expected to find some books or journal articles that relate to topic you are studying.  Reports that use predominantly source starting in WWW will be awarded a lower mark than those that evidence such things as an actual visit to the library.
NOTE: Should you have a finding from a book, paper or journal rather than the web, then you may paraphrase that finding rather than copy the entire text in findings and citations.
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
